Submission of an entry constitutes agreement with all the terms
of these shows. NAA takes a 33% commission on sales. NAA is not responsible for work not removed by pick up date. Artist grants rights to use of images for publicity and website
listing. Website thumbnails are protected from enlargement by embedded grids, watermarks, and low-bit resolution. NAA Gallery hours are Monday through Saturday, 1 am to s pm
and Sunday 1to 5 pm.
